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Working groups have now submitted their proposed plan. At the meeting on January 20, 2018, the ICDR Executive Committee will select which plans should move forward in the strategic plan. The following are points to consider during the deliberations.
Consistency with ICDR Purpose
To promote coordination and cooperation among federal departments and agencies conducting disability, independent living, and rehabilitation research programs including programs relating to assistive technology research and research that incorporates the principles of universal design.
Consistency with ICDR Guiding Principles
1. Focuses on the interagency nature of the ICDR.
2. Potential to develop common ground among agencies.
3. Capitalizes on existing capabilities.
4. Leverages resources.
5. Benefits a number of partners and stakeholders.
6. A priority for the disability community.

Meaningful
1. Opportunities to advance an area.
2. Gaps in knowledge that need to be addressed to make progress.
3. Obstacles that need to be overcome to make progress.
Feasible
1. Adequate resources to implement
2. Appropriate buy-in to support the work
a. Who will devote time/work to this?
b. Is there an agency willing to take the lead?
3. Likely to succeed
4. Triage-level
a. Ready. Strong interest and resources and viable to complete
b. Needs Incubation. Not enough support or development at this stage to move forward, but of interest to pursue further
c. Interesting. Needs further thought or development. Not consistent with ICDR Guiding Principles or more appropriately addressed by existing agency, office, or noni-CDR group.
