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Meeting Purpose 
· The purpose of this meeting is to discuss and approve the draft strategic plan. 
Welcome and Introductions
John Tschida, ICDR Chair and NIDILRR Director, opened the meeting by thanking committee members for the meeting and asked everyone to introduce themselves. New ICDR representatives include:
· Mose Herne, Director, Division of Planning, Evaluation and Research, Office of Public Health Support, Indian Health Service
· Rob Ochsendorf, Program Director, Research on Learning in Formal and Informal Settings (DRL), Education and Human Resources (EHR), National Science Foundation
Government Wide Strategic Plan
Tschida thanked the Executive Committee (EC) and ICDR contractor, New Editions, for their work to develop the strategic plan. He has been in contact with a number of EC representatives including a couple who were unable to make the regular EC meeting. The strategic plan is the result of over a year-long effort by the working groups and extensive stakeholder input. Once the draft plan is approved, The ICDR will publicize a two-week public comment period to seek additional stakeholder input (September 26 - October 10, 2016). New Editions will compile stakeholder input, work with Tschida to incorporate any revisions, if needed, and send the stakeholder input summary and plan back to the EC members for final approval October 24 - 31, 2016. 

Tschida invited committee co-chairs to discuss any changes to the plan from the version shared at the EC meeting on June 6, 2016. 
· John Hough and Dawn Carlson highlighted a new Community Integration and Participation working group objective on housing (Objective 5).
· Hough described his suggestion to change a cross-cutting theme from “economics” in the previous version, to“cost effectiveness” in the current version After a discussion, the EC determined that “costs and benefits” might more adequately describe the theme and Hough agreed to revise the section for EC consideration.
· Leslie Caplan and Cherise Hunter responded to a question to clarify the Transition Research Academy (Objective 6). The Employment and Education co-chairs will consider an article shared by Hough on “evidence academies” and clarify the objective.
· Kathy McCoy agreed to revisit the term “super user” on Objective 3 on accessible health IT resources, and will incorporate the concept of universal design into the objective.
· Charles Drum discussed an additional Objective 7 on infusion and inclusion strategies to include persons with disabilities as a target audience for federal health and wellness programs and research initiatives. He will refine the metrics section to be more specific.
· Daofen Chen and Harvey Schwartz discussed Goal 2 related to the government wide inventory (GWI). They have submitted suggested changes based on EC input. Almost all of the agencies have moved to, or have plans to move to sharing their funded research information through the Federal RePORTER. Thus, extracting information from that system to meet the GWI requirements is the best, and only option. 
· Tschida asked for volunteers for a Data Call working group (Objective 2). Susan Daniels and John Hough volunteered. He welcomed anyone else who is interested in helping on this group to contact him directly. 
Next Steps
Tschida noted how useful the discussion about the government wide strategic plan had been. He asked that everyone who volunteered to add edits to the plan, and submit them within a week so that the EC could keep to the schedule for public comment. He asked New Editions to send a list of follow-up activities, with responsible individuals to the EC as soon as possible.

The ICDR website, www.icdr.acl.gov went live on September 14, 2016. Since there was not enough time to preview the site at the meeting, Tschida asked the EC to visit the site. He invited New Editions to present the site at the meeting in December.
